· Changes the exterior appearance of your home (e.g., paint, siding, fences, sheds, patios, decks).
· Involves structural changes or additions.

· Requires a building permit (including interior or exterior work).
When You Don’t Need Approval
You do not need to submit a request for:
· Interior painting, decorating, or cosmetic updates.
· Replacing flooring, light fixtures, or appliances.
· Routine maintenance or small repairs that do not alter the structure or exterior.
